SUBJECT: PROVINCIAL RESPONSE ON GBV/GEWE AND SARV - ENB

1. INTRODUCTION:
On behalf of ENB as one of the trial provinces to implement the National Government
intervention on GBV & SARV, it's a pleasure and privilege to present this submission
as a progressive status report.

2. ENB AS A TRIAL PROVINCE:
East New Britain as a trial province of the GBV program selected and mandated by
NEC, we have accepted and implement GBV policy as anticipated.
The division of Community Development has taken ownership and is keen at
implementing this very highly significant Government policy intervention by working
collaboratively with ENB Provincial Government, Administration, all relevant
government Divisions, churches, private institutions, NGOs and law enforcing
agencies to develop programs for addressing GBV issues in the four districts of
ENBP. Although our progress is slow, the spirit of cooperation to address the subject
is tremendous and highly commendable.
Apart from the general public outlook of GBV in the Province, the special and
significant target focus area is school students at all levels from Early Child-
hood/ECE to tertiary.
As students are more vulnerable to Gender Based Violence/GBV, particularly sexual
violence of girls from the age brackets of 7 & 8 — 16 & 17 years old. This is the area
FSVAC is working hard to develop GBV programs to address.

3. FSVAC:
East New Britain has established FSVAC fairly representing stakeholders of relevant
sectors. FSVAC has taken ownership of and are working very hard to sustain the
program’s extension to all the four districts of Gazelle, Pomio, Rabaul and Kokopo.
The GBYV activities and FSVAC functions are aligned to the relevant National
Government policies and plans including East New Britain Strategic Development
Plan (2011 — 2021).
GBV is a cross cutting issue that needed high level attention to ensure its policies
and programs are equally and equitably driven from the urban to the rural/remote
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communities.

This means that for our stakeholders and the wider society to take full ownership and
sustain the GBV desired policies and implement its programs successfully, there
need to be;

1) Increased Training — On the subject GBV — More training is needed to
develop good knowledge based and expert skills in identified categories of
people to speak the same language of GBV/SARV, develop workable
GBV/SARV programs and actually cover both the reach and the unreached
communities.

2) Adequate Resources — Funding is always referred to as a hindrance or a
setback in progressing projects and interventions. To fully achieve or realize
the GBV/SARV desired policies for a safe, peaceful and harmonious family
units and communities, increased funding is a positive way forward for
GBV/GEWE/SARYV and FSVAC and above all, it is the key to upholding the
human rights law.

3) Address GBV in Schools — As girls are more vulnerable to GBV or in
particular, Sexual violence, FSVAC needs to develop programs to address
this.

SARV:

Sorcery Accusation Related Violence to be frank is not a new issue in ENBP. There
are unreported cases relating to sorcery but only one surfaced in 2022 and ENBP
Community Development Division and FSVAC captured is the “Torturing of a woman
suspected of sorcery”. (Please refer to separate Ward report, (Vunaiting ward)
attached.

For this case the key stakeholders of Livuan, Reimber and Balanataman LLGs which
included the Ward Councillors, Presidents, Community Leaders, Public Servants,
church Representatives and Business Houses representatives are working together
to find solutions to.

Our long term plan is to carefully and properly survey the SARV issues and develop
relevant education awareness programs for the province to address SARV and our
short term plan is to go ahead with;

1. Awareness

2. Mediation

3. Counselling

4. Bringing perpetrators to face the law and,

5. Reconciliation

The short term plan is basically to breach the neglect and fear gap between the
victim or survivors and their imnmediate and extended families and for Police to
uphold the rule of law. '
SUMMARY:

For GBV the progress of handling the cases is so far so good but to be frank, a lot
more work is needed to extensively reach out to the unreached. With the
establishment of ENBP — FSVAC, leadership is taking shape, increased
consultations now taking place and a referral mechanism is also in place to address
and combat GBV & SARV. This pathway is currently seen as an appropriate way
forward.
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To continue to rise to the occasion of GBV & SARV and build confidence and
hope/trust to the people to value the aims and goals of GBV and SARV, the
government must give prominence to GBV/FSVAC through capacity building and
adequate resources.
